RAY PADOVAN POOL
Ray Padovan holds the distinction of serving as a member of 
the intercollegiate athletic department longer than any other staff 
member in the history of the University.  Padovan was inducted into 
the EIU Athletic Hal of Fame as a member of the Class of 2012.  
As a coach he guided the EIU men’s and women’s swim teams for 
42 seasons watching the program transition from the NAIA level 
to NCAA Division II and eventually to NCAA Division I.  Padovan 
served as the men’s head coach for all 42 seasons while coaching 
the women’s program for 29 years.
