eferencing a children’s book about herself, - Tiny, Terrific Debbie Black — Debbie Black talked about the story of a young, undersized girl achieving her

R dream of first playing basketball and then coaching basketball. The next chapter in that continuing life story began on May 16, 2013 as Black was hired

as the sixth head women'’s basketball coach in the NCAA Division | history of Eastern Illinois University and eighth since the inception of the program.

In her first season Black coached a young EIU women'’s team to their seventh straight appearance in the Ohio Valley Conference Tournament, an active streak

that is tied for the longest in the league. The Panthers posted an 11-19 record after losing four senior starters to graduation from the OVC regular season

championship squad. The Panthers were led by junior post player Sabina Oroszova who earned second team All-OVC honors while setting the school record for
points in a game with 38 at Bradley.

A former assistant coach at Ohio State University, Black has worked and played for some of the most successful coaches in women'’s basketball.

Prior to coming to EIU Black was part of a successful run for the Buckeyes women'’s program under head coach Jim Foster that saw Ohio State win six Big Ten
Conference Championships in eight seasons. The program made seven consecutive NCAA Tournament appearances with her as a member of the staff including
advancing to the NCAA Sweet 16 in 2009 and 2011.

In addition to helping coach successful teams, Black has been instrumental in the development of player success. Coaching guards at Ohio State her players
won four Big Ten Defensive Player of the Year honors and one Big Ten Player of the Year honor. Multiple players have gone on to professional careers both in the
WNBA and overseas including Ohio State players Samantha Prahalis and Tayler Hill, each of whom was selected in the first round of the WNBA draft.

“I opened my introductory press conference telling you about the book that is used in third grade classes as a source for motivation. That story ends with me
being an assistant coach but my story continues with this head coaching opportunity at Eastern Illinois,” said Black. “I always knew my story would continue
because | know my character and my work ethic. | never quit, never stop. | believe you have to work hard and give it your all everyday. That is they way | played
and that is the way | coach.”

Black’s ties to Jim Foster go back to her playing days at St. Joseph’s University in Philadelphia. As a player she helped lead the Hawks to four straight NCAA
Tournament appearances. Black is a 1988 graduate of Saint Joseph’s and a member of the Philadelphia Sports Hall of Fame.

Black’s first coaching position was as an assistant for Foster at Vanderbilt during the 1999-2000
season when the team made the NCAA Tournament advancing to the second round.

As a player Black played more than ten seasons at the professional level. She began her career
in the WNBL playing in Tasmania. She was the 15th overall selection in the 1999 WNBA Draft
by the Utah Starzz. She was named the WNBA Defensive Player of the Year while a member of
the Miami Sol and ended her professional career in 2005 as a member of the Connecticut Sun.

All told she has been part of 34 consecutive winning seasons of basketball both as a player and
a coach. Nicknamed “The Pest” during her playing days, Black is the only women’s professional
player to ever record a quadruple double with 10 points, 14 rebounds, 12 assists and 10 steals.

In November of 2014 Black will add another Hall of Fame accomplishment to her list of accolades
as she will be inducted into the Pennsylvania Sports Hall of Fame.

Kim Foley was hired as the first member of Debbie Black’s Eastern Illinois staff as she joined the Panthers program as the associate head coach in July of 2013.

In her first season Foley helped coach a young EIU women’s team to their seventh straight appearance in the Ohio Valley Conference Tournament, an active
streak that is tied for the longest in the league. The Panthers were led by junior post player Sabina Oroszova who earned second team All-OVC honors while
setting the school record for points in a game with 38 at Bradley.

Prior to joining the EIU staff, Foley served three seasons as an assistant coach and recruiting coordinator at Lafayette College. While at Lafayette, Foley has
helped bring in recruiting classes that have featured three straight years with a player earning Patriot League All-Rookie Team honors including the Rookie of the
Year Award winner Emily Homan in 2012. This past season Foley helped coach the program to signature wins over Big East member Pittsburgh and Atlantic-10
member Fordham.

Prior to her time at Lafayette, Foley spent one season as an assistant coach at Colgate for the 2009-10 season. She helped the team finish in fourth place in the
Patriot League after a last place finish the season prior to her arrival on staff. She coached Jhazmine Lynch the league’s Rookie of the Year award winner in 2010.

From 1996-2002, Foley was the head coach at Central Connecticut State. During her second season as head coach the team improved from two wins to 17 wins
transitioning from the Mid-Continent Conference to the Northeast Conference. The turnaround is the fourth best in NCAA history as the club finished second
in the NEC standings after being predicted to finish last in the preseason poll. Three members of Foley’s first recruiting class earned NEC All-Rookie honors.
During her six year tenure as head coach, Foley coached four All-NEC performers with the team always excelling in the classroom. She was the first coach in
school history to organize and implement an International Tour for her program.

Foley began her coaching career as an assistant coach at Drexel in 1992 coaching three seasons with the Dragons program. She was a key contributor on the
staff that helped Drexel reach the conference tournament semifinals. She then spent one season as an assistant coach at Central Connecticut State before
taking over the head coaching reigns in July of 1996.

Foley played collegiate basketball at Saint Joseph’s University being named the Jesuit College National Player of the Year as a senior in 1989. She was a Basketball
Writers Association All-American in 1989 and was inducted into Saint Joseph’s Athletic Hall of Fame in 2002. Foley was a three-time Academic All-American
from 1987-89 earning first team honors her senior season. In addition to the Saint Joseph’s Hall of Fame, Foley has also been inducted into the Philadelphia Big
5 Hall of Fame, New England Basketball Hall of Fame and Peabody High School Hall of Fame.

Following graduation in 1989, Foley played professional basketball for three seasons in Australia. She was the Australian WNBL Defensive Player of the Year in
1991 while helping her team win the country’s National Championship.

Eastern lllinois women’s basketball coach Debbie Black completed her coaching staff with the hiring of WNBA veteran Sheri (sha-ree) Sam as an assistant coach
on the Panthers staff.

In her first season Sam helped coach a young EIU women’s team to their seventh straight appearance in the Ohio Valley Conference Tournament, an active
streak that is tied for the longest in the league. The Panthers were led by junior post player Sabina Oroszova who earned second team All-OVC honors while
setting the school record for points in a game with 38 at Bradley.

Sam had a ten year WNBA career spanning from 1999-2009 where she and Black played together for several seasons with the Miami Sol. Sam was drafted by
the Orlando Miracle in 1999 finishing her career in 2009 with the Detroit Shock. She was a WNBA All-Star in 2002 as a member of the Sol and won a pair WNBA
Championship in 2004 as a member of the Seattle Storm and in 2008 as a member of the Detroit Shock. She also played for Charlotte Sting, Indiana Fever and
Minnesota Lynx.

As a collegiate player Sam was a Naismith Award finalist her senior season leading Vanderbilt to the Elite 8 of the women'’s basketball tournament. She was an
All-American during her playing days later honored as a Women'’s Legend by the Southeastern Conference and inducted into the Vanderbilt Athletic Hall of Fame
in 2011. Sam helped Vanderbilt win a pair of SEC Tournament titles and during her freshman season helped the team advance to the NCAA Women'’s Final 4.

Following her career at Vanderbilt, Sam played as a member of Team USA earning a silver medal at the FIBA Americas Championships. In addition to her time
in the WNBA Sam played professionally both in the ABL and overseas. She was a two-time ABL All-Star and won National Championships playing in Turkey and

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Now in its 68th year, the Ohio Valley Conference continues to build on the success
that has made it the nation’s eighth-oldest NCAA Division | conference.

In May 2011 the Conference expanded for the second time in four years, adding
Belmont University which began competition in the 2012-13 academic year. The
addition of Belmont gave the OVC 12 members, the most the league has had at
one time in its illustrious history. The move added a second team in the city of
Nashville and was the first addition to the league since Southern lllinois University
Edwardsville joined in 2008. Subsequently, the league has shown its stability over
the past decade, seeing only one member institution depart over the past 15 years.

The 2009-10 school year saw a change in leadership as Beth DeBauche was
named the seventh full-time Commissioner in league history on July 28, 2009. The
last three commissioners of the OVC have moved onto jobs as the commissioner of
the Big Ten, Big 12 and the Mid-American Conferences.

The OVC'’s proud history dates back to 1948, but seeds for the new league were
actually planted in 1941. It was then that Roy Stewart, the athletics director at Murray
State, Charles “Turkey” Hughes, the athletics director at Eastern Kentucky, and
Kelly Thompson, the public relations director at Western Kentucky, first broached
the idea of forming a new conference. Discussions were put on hold by World War
I, but reemerged February 27-28, 1948 at the Kentucky Hotel in Louisville as the
three original institutions combined with Morehead State,

Martin’s Heather Butler and Jasmine Newsome.

Morehead State center Brittany Pittman set new school, league and NCAA
standards for blocked shots in 2008-09. Pittman swatted 164 shots during the season,
setting a new NCAA single-season record (which has since been broken). During the
campaign, only her second with the Eagles, she also set career block records for both
Morehead State and the OVC (287).

In 2012-13 the UT Martin duo of Jasmine Newsome and Heather Butler finished
fifth and sixth nationally among NCAA scoring leaders. Newsome, the 2012 and 2013
OVC Player of the Year, averaged 22.6 points per game on the way to All-American
honors while Butler averaged 22.4 points per contest. Butler set a NCAA record during
the season by connecting on a 3-pointer in her 80th-straight game.

In 2013-14 Butler and Newsome capped their brilliant careers by ranking first and
second in scoring in OVC history. Butler, the 2013-14 OVC Female Athlete of the Year,
finished her career with 2,865 points, which ranked first in OVC and 16th in NCAA
history. She also finished her career with 392 career 3-pointers (which was tied for
the most in NCAA history following her career but now ranks second) and scored in
double figures in all 129 career games which ranks fifth in NCAA history. Following the
season Butler was signed by the WNBA's San Antonio Stars where she became the
first OVC player to make an active WNBA roster. Newsome capped her career with
2,566 points, second only to Butler in OVC history.

Louisville and Evansville to form the OVC.

In the 1950s, the OVC became a pioneer on a much
more significant scale socially. During times of racial
segregation, league member Morehead State became one
of the first non-traditionally black mid-southern institutions
to accept a black student. In 1958 Marshall Banks earned
athletically-related aid at Morehead, which signed a second
black athlete, Howard Murphy, a year later. In 1961 Murphy
earned all-conference recognition as a halfback in football.
With racial barriers broken, the rest of the institutions
in the league began to provide educational and athletic
opportunities to African-Americans.

After Title IX legislation passed in 1972, women’s
athletics began a rebirth on the national scene as the
NCAA began sponsoring and marketing women'’s sports.
Recognizing the need to provide increased opportunities
for female athletes, the OVC began formulating plans
for women'’s athletics in 1975 and established women’s
championships in the sports of basketball, tennis and track
in 1977, with cross country and volleyball added over the
next four years. Those sports were initially governed by the
Association of Intercollegiate Athletics for Women (AIAW),
but the overall strength of women’s programs in the league
was demonstrated by the automatic bids the OVC instantly

The league also had another historical momentin November
2008 when the NCAA awarded Nashville the 2014 NCAA
Women’s Division | Final Four. The OVC served as the host
of the prestigious event, which is one of the biggest sporting
events the city of Nashville can host. The event was held April
6 & 8 at Bridgestone Arena in downtown Nashville and was
played in front of sold-out crowds for both the semifinals and
championship as UConn topped Notre Dame in a battle of
undefeated teams to win its ninth national title.

The playing field is not the only place where OVC athletes
are working hard. The league also recognizes excellence in
the classroom. Six Scholar-Athlete Awards are presented
yearly to male and female athletes, while others are
commended for their academic success by being Medal of
Honor recipients or earning a spot on the Commissioner’s
Honor Roll. Additionally, the league annually presents
one institutional Academic Achievement Award, as well as
separate team awards in each Conference-sponsored sport.
Since the College Sports Information Directors of America
(CoSIDA) Academic All-America program began, the Ohio
Valley Conference has had 243 student-athletes honored
with the award, including 51 over the last five years (2010-
15).

Additionally, the OVC annually presents the Steve Hamilton

received when the NCAA became the governing body in
1982. The conference added women'’s golf and softball in 1994 and women’s soccer
in 1998.

Women’s basketball in the OVC has been dominated by Tennessee Tech, which
has won or shared 18 regular-season titles and owns nine OVC Tournament crowns.
In fact, the Golden Eagles have reached the championship game of the OVC
Tournament 22 times in the past 33 years. Although Tennessee Tech remains the
standard-bearer, five other teams have won 15 of the last 22 OVC Tournaments. UT
Martin became the latest program to add its name to the list, capturing its first OVC
Tournament title in 2011 and also winning championships in 2012, 2013 and 2014.
The Skyhawks became just the fourth team in OVC history (and first since Austin Peay
from 2000-03) to win four-straight tournament titles.

Several coaches have made their mark in the history of OVC women’s basketball.
Former Tennessee Tech coach Marynell Meadors posted an amazing 363-139
(72.3%) record at Tech, becoming the first woman in NCAA or AIAW history to win 300
games at the same institution, while former Tennessee State skipper Teresa Phillips
earned National Coach of the Year honors from USA Today in 1990 for turning around
the Lady Tigers’ program before going on to lead TSU to the NCAA Tournament in
1994 and 1995. Tennessee Tech coach Bill Worrell capped a stellar 20-year career
in 2005-06 and was inducted into the OVC Hall of Fame in 2007; he compiled a 408-
190 record while leading the Golden Eagles to an unprecedented 16 OVC regular-
season titles and eight NCAA Tournament appearances, including five straight from
1989-93. Larry Joe Inman, who retired at the conclusion of the 2007-08 season and
was inducted into the OVC Hall of Fame in 2009, won more than 100 games at both
Middle Tennessee and Eastern Kentucky, and earned OVC Coach of the Year honors
a record eight times - five times at EKU and three at MTSU. In 2012-13 Inman came
out of retirement to take the Tennessee State job; in 2014-15 he led the Lady Tigers to
its first OVC Tournament Championship since 1995.

Many great players have graced the hardwood over the years, including former
OVC Players of the Year Brooke Armistead and Gerlonda Hardin from Austin Peay,
Pam Chambers, Jerilynn Harper, Cheryl Taylor, Angela Moorehead, Roschelle
Vaughn, Diane Seng, Janet Holt and Emily Christian from Tennessee Tech; Morehead
State’s Donna Murphy, Priscilla Blackford and Chynna Bozeman; Eastern Kentucky’s
Kim Mays; Southeast Missouri’s Gray C. Harris; Murray State’s Ashley Hayes; and UT

Sportsmanship Award, in honor of the former Morehead State
student-athlete, coach and athletics director, to a junior or senior student-athlete
with significant athletic contributions who best exemplifies the characteristics of
sportsmanship and citizenship. Most recently, the Conference has also implemented
the OVC Institutional and Team Sportsmanship Awards, which are presented to one
institution and 18 sport-specific teams voted by their peers to have best exhibited the
standards of sportsmanship and ethical conduct as outlined by the OVC and NCAA.

The Ohio Valley Conference sponsors the following sports: baseball, basketball,
cross country, football, golf, tennis and track for men, and basketball, cross country,
golf, soccer, softball, tennis, track and volleyball for women. In addition, the OVC also
sponsors the combined men’s and women’s sport of rifle.

Now in its seventh decade of competition, the Ohio Valley Conference has grown
significantly from its humble beginnings while increasing the number of athletics
opportunities it provides for students. Current league representatives include charter
members Eastern Kentucky University, Morehead State University and Murray State
University, along with Austin Peay State University, Belmont University, Eastern
lllinois University, Jacksonville State University, Southeast Missouri State University,
Southern lllinois University Edwardsville, Tennessee State University, Tennessee
Technological University and the University of Tennessee at Martin.
